🐾 Crate Potty Training Tips for Your Puppy 🐾

Crate training is one of the most effective ways to housebreak a puppy. It creates a safe space for your puppy while teaching bladder control and good potty habits.
1. Choose the Right Crate
The crate should be large enough for your puppy to stand, turn around, and lie down comfortably — but not so big that they can potty in one corner and sleep in another.
Use a divider for growing puppies to adjust the space as they mature.
2. Establish a Routine
Puppies need frequent potty breaks: every 2–3 hours, after naps, meals, playtime, and right before bedtime.
Take your puppy to the same potty spot outside each time to build consistency.
3. Supervise Closely
Keep your puppy in the crate when you can’t watch them.
When out of the crate, keep them within sight to prevent accidents.
Keep on leash at all times when inside if accidents continue to occur.
4. Positive Reinforcement
Praise and reward immediately after your puppy potties outside — treats, happy voices, or playtime.
Never punish for accidents; calmly clean with an enzyme cleaner to remove odor.
5. Manage Feeding & Water
Feed on a schedule to predict potty times.
Pick up water about 1–2 hours before bedtime to reduce nighttime accidents.
6. Nighttime Training
Expect 1–2 potty breaks during the night for young puppies.
Gradually increase the time between breaks as they get older.
7. Be Patient & Consistent
Accidents are part of the process. Stay consistent with crate time, potty breaks, and rewards.
Most puppies gain solid control between 4–6 months of age with routine and structure.
📌 Quick Tip: A tired puppy is a good puppy! Exercise before crate time helps them settle in calmly.
